Arundel and district riding clubs rules  

At ADRC we take the safety of our members and other competitors very seriously, any one seen not complying to our rules will be addressed by a member of the committee, or show organizer and may be asked to leave the grounds, and no longer compete

1. Any handler under the age of 18 is required to wear a riding hat at all times when handling a horse of pony on the ADRC grounds

2. All riders when mounted must be wearing a correctly fitted riding hat as noted in no3
3. Riding hats must conform to the basic BETA riding hat guidelines as found on line with the minimum standard currently set at PAS 015:2011. VG1 01.040 2014-12 – This standard must also have either a BSI Kitemark or a Inspec IC Mark. ASTM F1163 2004a or 04a onwards – This standard must also have a SEI mark. Please check their website to stay regularly updated
4. No horse or pony under the age of 4 may be ridden on the show ground

5. Stallions and colts are permitted on the show ground but can only be ridden or handled by adults, strictly no under 16 allowed 
6. No galloping around the show ground at any time

7. Any impolite, aggressive or antisocial behaviour towards any committee member or competitor in person or via social media will result in that person being asked to leave the show ground and BANNED from all future events.

8. Any Misuse of whips or spurs or other tack will not be tolerated and will be reported to the show secretary to take necessary action which may result in the entrant being asked to leave the show ground.

9. The committee of ADRC, the organisers and the landowner accept NO responsibility for any loss, injury or damage caused by any person or animal.

10. Any accident occurring must be reported to the secretary immediately 
11. YOU ENTER THIS SHOW IN THE FULL KNOWLEDGE THAT THERE ARE NO FIRST AID FACILITIES OTHER THAN A TELEPHONE CALL TO 999

12. Horses/ponies are NOT to be left tied to horse boxes or trailers unattended.

13. Please ensure you have your horse or pony’s passport with you, vaccinations WILL be checked. Only Annual vaccinations required. If your horse/pony has been seen to cough or have a high temperature, or off colour the 5 days before event we ask that you politely agree to not attending.
14. Horse boxes must not be mucked out onto show ground, and please take your rubbish home with you.

15. The secretary has the right to refuse entries without giving a reason.

16. The committee reserves the right to amalgamate classes on the day if deemed necessary. Refunds WILL NOT be given if your classes clash – please choose carefully!

17. Entries will not be refunded unless a vet/doctor’s certificate is produced.

18. The judge’s decision is FINAL, any objections must be lodged with the secretary with a deposit of £20 which will be returned if the objection is upheld.

19. Photos of the event may be used online for the ADRC website and will be for sale on the photographer’s website www.LRGPhotography.co.uk and may also be used in show reports to local magazines/newspapers. By entering any of our events you are agreeing to this condition. If you have any objections to this please speak with the show secretary.

Conditions of entry for gymkhana competitions

1. All the general rules apply

2. It is a condition of entry that all horses/ponies entering the showground must have a current vaccination certificate/passport, which must be carried and produced on request. Random checks will be made

3. The organisers/judges decision is final. They reserve the right to alter, amend or cancel any part of the completion or refuse entry without stating a reason.  
4. The judge will eliminate any competitor seen to be misusing whip, equipment or saddlery or acting in an abusive manner to any horse/pony or other person, and will result in that person being escorted from the showground and banned from any future events  
5. All horses/ponies competing must be 4 years and over

6. Protective equipment Headgear with a minimum standard as list in general Rule No3

7. Body protectors are optional

8. Footwear: Correct footwear must be worn whenever mounted, i.e. smooth sole with a heel no trainer or wellies

9. Tack - all lead reins to be attached to the back of the noseband and not to the bit. Standing and running martingales are allowed, but a standing martingale must not be attached to a drop or grackle noseband. A running martingale must not be adapted to make a standing martingale.  
10. All dogs to be kept on leads. 
11. All efforts have been made by ADRC to comply with current health and safety guidelines and all persons on the showground are requested to abide by any instructions or advice given by any of their representatives.

Conditions of entry for dressage competitions

1. All the General rules apply

2. It is a condition of entry that all horses/ponies entering the showground must have a current vaccination certificate/passport, which must be carried and produced on request. Random checks will be made  
3. The organisers/judges decision is final. They reserve the right to alter,                                  amend or cancel any part of the completion or refuse entry without stating a reason. Any objections should be lodged with the show secretary in writing with £20 deposit within 30 minutes of the end of the class, returnable if the objection is upheld    
4. The judge will eliminate any competitor seen to be misusing whip, equipment or saddlery or acting in an abusive manner to any horse/pony or other person, and will result in that person being escorted from the showground and banned from any future events  
5. All horses/ponies competing must be 4 years and over.  
6. Stallions may only be ridden by persons over the age of 16 years old.  
7. Protective equipment Headgear with a minimum standard as list in general Rule No3

8. Footwear: Correct footwear must be worn whenever mounted, i.e. smooth sole with a heel no trainer or wellies

9. Tack - all lead reins to be attached to the back of the noseband and not to the bit. Standing and running martingales are allowed, but a standing martingale must not be attached to a drop or grackle noseband. A running martingale must not be adapted to make a standing martingale.  
10. Failure to compete at your given time will mean elimination. The organisers have the right to ask competitors to ride earlier than their given time, if weather is bad or running ahead of time, but competitors do not have to accept this request.

11. All dogs to be kept on leads. 

12. The committee of ADRC and the landowner accept no responsibility for any              injuries or damage caused to or by any person, horse or vehicle while on the showground.

13. Horseboxes and trailers must be parked in the nominated area, and all litter/muck must be taken home. 

Conditions of entry for show jumping competitions

1. All the general rules apply

2. Show jumping competitions are run under BSJA rules and amended as              applicable. 

3. Whips must not exceed 75cm. 

4. Competitors are allowed to walk course dismounted before the start of the class, but once the class has started any competitor seen doing so will be eliminated. 

5. Competitors must start within 45 seconds of the bell ringing.  
6. All competitors must have the top section of  their arms covered NO VEST TOPS 

7. All long hair must be tied up above shoulder height

8. Protective equipment Headgear with a minimum standard as list in general Rule No3

9. Footwear: Correct footwear must be worn whenever mounted, i.e. smooth sole with a heel no trainer or wellies

10. Tack - all lead reins to be attached to the back of the noseband and not to the bit. Standing and running martingales are allowed, but a standing martingale must not be attached to a drop or grackle noseband. A running martingale must not be adapted to make a standing martingale.  
11. Body protectors are optional                 

Scoring
· Knockdown 4 faults 

· First disobedience 4 faults 

· Second disobedience 8 faults 

· Third disobedience Elimination 

· Fall of rider Elimination 
· Fall of horse/pony Elimination 
· Crossing tracks 4 faults 

Reasons for elimination  
· Crossing the starting line prematurely and attempting to jump or jumping an obstacle  

· Failing to jump the next obstacle within 60 seconds  

· Failure to pass the correct side of directional flags  

· Leaving a closed combination by the wrong route  

· Jumping an obstacle in the wrong order or in the wrong direction  

· Failure to re-attempt an obstacle after a run out  

· After being stopped by the judge or stopping voluntarily, continuing before the bell   

· Attempting an alternative obstacle before the bell when the other obstacle has been disturbed as the result of a disobedience.  

· Jumping an obstacle which does not form part of the course  

· Exceeding the time limit  

· Failing to cross the finishing line mounted  

· Jumping  an obstacle or passing through the finish without a hat on  

· Knocking the timing equipment,  which causes the equipment to malfunction  

· Improperly leaving the area
